4. Provider Monitoring Update
· Staff has begun the monitoring process.  The goal is to monitor every provider with whom the PIHP has a contract.
· The first provider to receive monitoring this year was methadone clinic Ultimate Solutions in Livonia.  Ultimate Solutions has let its license lapse for certain key clinicians, accreditation has been dropped, and billing is not being handled properly.   The Office of the Inspector General (OIG) has been notified, clients have been pulled from there, and the contract has been terminated.  We have asked that payments they received after loss of accreditation be returned.
· C. Coleman questioned the role of OPB in monitoring a provider before the provider gets to the point that Ultimate Solutions is currently in.  Should there be monitoring before it gets to that point?  And does OPB have the responsibility to get Ultimate Solutions back to a point where they’re functional?

· M. Scalera noted that Ultimate Solutions has been monitored in previous years and have passed.
· D. Oblak reported that Ultimate Solutions presented to SAAC approximately 3 years and was impressive.

· Dawn Farm and Home of New Vision, the core providers in Washtenaw County, were also monitored.    Results were very good.

· OPB would like to review the monitoring tool template.

· M. Scalera will also share the completed monitoring reports (except for the one that’s currently under investigation by OIG).

· All core providers and direct contract provider monitoring will take place between now and summer.  In the fall the sub-contract providers will be monitored.
5. CMHPSM Regional SUD Financial Report
· M. Scalera and staff are looking into other ways to use block grant dollars.

· C. Smith expressed concern about sustainability, funding programs today that may not have funding available in the future.

· K. Comerzan would like to support programs that are evidence-based.
